The Reston Community Center Lake Anne opened in the fall of 1999 as a multi-use facility focused primarily on the visual arts.  Since that time local artists have been able to participate in monthly exhibits in the Jo Ann Rose Gallery, a space where 40 or more works can be displayed.  The Jo Ann Rose Gallery was dedicated to the memory of Reston artist Jo Ann Rose.  Jo Ann was an elected member of the Reston Community Center Board of Governors and an active past president of the League of Reston Artists.  She worked tirelessly for the creation of this unique space to celebrate the arts and artists of our community.

The Jo Ann Rose Gallery is not a professional art gallery.  The Reston Community Center does, however, use its resources to support artists who are exhibiting their work and to present these exhibits in the best possible manner.

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Priority is given to artists who reside or work within Small Tax District 5, a Fairfax County tax district within Reston that supports the Reston Community Center.  

When submitting the attached Artist Application, please attach one or two photos or include a web site where your work can be viewed.  Applications are handled in the order in which they are received.  Because of the limited number of months available for individual exhibits in the Jo Ann Rose Gallery, it can take 3-5 years before exhibit space becomes available.  Artists who have submitted applications should feel free to contact the Exhibit Coordinator at any time for an update on their status. (A separate application is available for the Hunter’s Woods hallway gallery from the Exhibit Coordinator, a Customer Service Representative at the front desks of the Lake Anne and Hunters Woods facilities or from the RCC website.  The Hunters Woods gallery space is smaller, does not have a hanging fee, and has a shorter wait time.) 

Nature of Exhibitions

Since the Reston Community Center is a public facility utilized by all members of our community, the nature of daily activities requires some discretion in the type of work displayed.  Work that is sexually explicit (work that is representational or realistic in depiction of human genitals will be considered sexually explicit by the RCC), or is graphically violent will not be considered appropriate to the space.  The Reston Community Center reserves the right to remove work that does not meet these guidelines and store it until the artist can be contacted.  Center staff and artists work together to create an atmosphere that is sensitive to the multi-use nature of the facility.  

Hanging Fee and Sale of Works

The $2.00 hanging fee for each piece should be paid to the Reston Community Center at the beginning of the exhibit.  RCC does not charge a sales commission.  Artists are responsible for handling all sales.  If a work is sold during a show, it should not be removed until the end of the show.  If is necessary to remove it, however, a suitable replacement may be hung with approval of the Exhibit Coordinator or Arts Education Director.  For security reasons, whenever a work is taken down, it must be signed out at the Front Desk.  A photo ID may be requested.

Liability

The Reston Community Center will not accept responsibility for damaged or stolen artwork.  Staff will take all possible care to safeguard the exhibits.  This is a public space, however, and each artist hangs at his or her own risk.  A liability waiver (Exhibitor’s Release Form is attached) must be signed prior to the opening of the exhibit.
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Framing, Labeling and List of Works

Labels should be placed at the lower right hand corner of the work with Handi-tak (can be purchased at Office Depot) or similar product.  Please place the following information on a sturdy, small, attractive label:

Name of Artist
Medium (Watercolor, Oil, Photograph, etc.)


Price or NFS (Not for Sale)


Contact Information – Phone and/or Email
A complete list of the works in your exhibit with the title, price, medium and contact information should be given to the Exhibit Coordinator.  Artists may wish to prepare multiple copies of this list or a show brochure that can be placed on a pedestal near the Gallery. (25 - 50 copies are suggested)  If desired, a framed information page can be hung with the show name, important elements, biographical information, etc.  

RCC Website, Publicity, Invitations and Postcards

Provide a .jpg image and brief description of your exhibit by the 15th of the month prior to your exhibit to the Exhibit Coordinator.  Exhibit, reception and other pertinent information will be posted on the RCC website, www.RestonCommunityCenter.com.   If you are planning to publicize your event with local media, check with each one for information on submission procedures and deadlines.  Local media include:  The Reston Connection, Fairfax Times, Reston Patch www.Reston.Patch.com, and Elan magazine www.elanmagazine.com.  Submissions to Elan magazine are due by the 5th of month prior to your exhibit.  
If you are sending postcards or invitations, after giving the hours we are open (Monday through Saturday, 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.; Sundays 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m.), please include a line about the Gallery as a multi-use facility, for example:  “The Jo Ann Rose Gallery is closed to the public during some events and classes.  Please call 703-476-4500 X 3000 to check if the Gallery is open when you want to visit.”

Reception

Reception dates have been pre-arranged with the Facility Booking Manager, usually on the Sunday following installation from 1:30 p.m. – 4:30 p.m. (for a 2:00 p.m. – 4:00 p.m. reception).  A half hour for setting up your reception and another half-hour for removing 

food and decorations are included in your rental.  There is a rental charge of $30 per hour for people who live or work in Tax District 5 (resident), which includes most of Reston, and a $90 charge for those who do not either live or work in the tax district (non-resident).  Since reception dates are reserved more than a year in advance, return the Rental Request Form that confirms the reception date to the Facility Booking Manager in a timely manner to avoid the space being released for public rental.  All details are handled by the artist.

After the Rental Request Form is received and reviewed by our Booking Managers, a rental agreement will be sent to you.  Please review, sign, and return the rental agreement with payment.  If you wish to rent the Gallery for a different reception date or time, contact the Exhibit Coordinator as soon as possible after receiving specific date information.  We will do our best to make a change, but it is not always possible due to rentals that are already in place.

Exhibit Coordinator

The Exhibit Coordinator is responsible for scheduling exhibits, receiving Applications, and acts as a liaison between artists and the Reston Community Center.  (See Page 5)

Installation and Hours of Operation

All works must be securely framed.  Screw eyes must be on the back of each piece.  A hanging wire is optional.  No clip style frames, please.  Clip style frames will not work with the “S” hook and fishing line hanging system in the Gallery.  Ladders and fishing line will be provided.  Hanging will begin at 10:00 a.m. and removal will be from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. on the designated days. Hanging and removal occur on the same day so there will be some overlap between exhibits.  RCC Lake Anne is open from 9:00 a.m. – 9:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday, and from 9:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Sundays.  Friday and Saturday hours may extend to midnight if the Gallery is rented.  The Lake Anne facility may be closed or hours may be reduced on major holidays.  The Gallery is not open to the public during rentals, classes, and some programs.
